Qaadiyanism

Muslims are the followers of Islam which is faith or belief in the Oneness of
Allah and the absolute and unqualified finality of the prophethood of
Muhammed (Salllallahu Aliahi Wasallam). The manifestation of the said
belief is the fundamental tenent of the islamic faith. Any person or grotp that
follow doctrine contradictory to the said very basic teaching of Islam are not
Muslims.

Qaadiyanism was initiated in 1890’s by its founder Mirza Gulam Ahmed who
claimed himself to be the prophet and challenged the finality of the
prophethood of Muhamimed (Salllallahu Aliahi Wasallam). Any person who
follows Qaadiyanism or Ahmadism is not a Muslim since Qaadiyanism is
based on a principle contradictory to the said very basic teaching of Islam.

Freedom of religion is enshrined in Article 10 of the Constitution where it is
provided that ‘Every person is entitled to freedom of thought, conscience
and religion, including the freedom to have or to adopt a religion or belief of
his choice’.

Qadiyanese can have their freedom to adopt their own religion or belief, but
they cannot claim that they are Muslims. The issue arises at this point. Our
protest is not that they do not have the freedom of religion, but the fact that
they claim to be Muslims, which is a misrepresentation of our religion and
belief
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Therefore, we have to protest against gaadiyanese who are reaping benefits
under the label of “Muslim” or “Islam”. There are a few circumstances or
instances where we could demonstrate our protest against Qaadiyanese.
They are:

(a)  when they enter our Mosques to perform their religious rites;

b)  when they represent themselves anywhere as Muslims

(c) when any Qaadiyani is appointed to a position where only a Muslim
could hoid.

—

It is the duty of every Muslim to identify Qaadiyanists and to take steps to
peacefully protest on any of the above circumstances to assert our rights. In
your effort in protesting if you face any legal issue, Muslim Lawyers
Association in collaboration with All Ceylon Jamiyyathul Ulama and other
Muslim organizations will defend you.

However, please ensure that you refrain from any act which would endanger
the interfaith and inter-communal harmony that prevails in our country.

We jcin all the Hon Parliamentarians and Civil Societies and the Dignitaries
in our community who endorsed the Fatwa issued by ACJU in 2007 on
Qaadiyanism and the effort taken and services rendered by Rapid
Response Team in compiling this booklet to educate Muslims and the other
community as to what gaaciyani movement is and how it operates.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of Article 106 of the Constitution. — In the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan,
hereinafter referred to as the Constitution, in article 106, in clause (3) after the word “communities” , the
words and brackets “and persons of the Qadiani group or the Lahori group (who called themselves
‘Ahmadis’) shall be inserted.

3. Amendment of Article 260 of the Constitution. — In the Constitution, in Article 260, after clause (2), the
following new clause shall be added, namely:—

(3) A person who does not believe in the absolute and unqualified finality of the Prophethood of
Muhammad (peace be upon Him), the last of the Prophets or claims to be a prophet, in any sense of the
word or of any description whatsoever, after Muhammad (peace be upon Him), or recognises such a
claimant asa prophetorareligious reformer, is nota Muslim for the purposes of the Constitution or Law.

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

As resolved by the National Assembly following the recommendation of the Special Committee of the whole house, this
bill seeks to amend the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan so as to declare to be a non-Muslim any person
who does not believe in the absolute and unqualified finality of the Prophethood of Muhammad (peace be upon Him) or

claims to be a prophet after Muhammad (peace be upon Him) or recognizes such a claimant as a prophet or a religious
reformer.

Addition of new sections 298B and 298C, Act XLV of 1860.

In the Pakistan Penal Code (Act XLV of 1860), in Chapter XV, after section 298A, the following new
sections shall be added, namely:

Any person of the Quadiani group or Lahori group (who call themselves Ahmadis or by any other

name) who by words, either spoken or written, or by visible representation, refers to the mode or
form of call to prayers followed by his faith as ‘Azan’ or recites Azan as used by the Muslims, shall

be punished with imprisonment of either description for a term which may extend to three years,

and shall also be liable to fine.

298C. Person of Quadiani group etc., calling himself a Muslim or preaching or propagating his

faith.

Any person of the Quadiani group or the Lahori group (who call themselves ‘Ahmadis’ or by any other
name), who, directly or indirectly, poses himself as Muslim, or calls, or refers to, his faith as Islam, or

preaches or propagates his faith, or invites others to accept his faith, by words, either spoken or written, or
by visible representations, or in any manner whatsoever outrages the religious feelings of Muslims, shall

be punished with imprisonment of either description for a term which may extend to three years and shall

also be liable to fine.”

The third question from the Fatwa No. 1615:

Question: What is the Islamic ruling (fatwa) about this new religion Ahmadiyya and its followers?
... In addition, when and where did this religion originate and what is the Islamic ruling (fatwa)
about people who areinitsfavor?

All Praise to Allah who is The One and Blessings and Peace be upon his Messenger, his Followers

and Companions... Tothe Point:

Answer: The Pakistan government has ruled these people outside the fold of Islam; also, the
Muslim World League (Rabita A'ailm-e-Islami) in Mecca has passed a similar fatwa. In the
gathering of the Muslim Scholars (Rabita A'ailm-e-Islami) in the year 1394 A.H. (1974), a written
statement was drafted to explain the true principles of this group, how and when they started,
and so on. Very briefly, this group has declare that Mirza Ghulam Ahmad, an Indian, is a prophet
who has received revelations from Allah and that no one will be correct in his Islam, unless he
believes in him (Mirza). He (Mirza) was born in the 13th century, but Allah(SWT) has told us in his
Book (Quran) that prophet Muhammad(SAW) is the last of Prophets1; all Muslim scholars have
given an unanimous ruling that whoever makes the claim that after him(SAW) there can appear a
new prophet is a Kafir (non-Muslim), because he will be lying about Allah’s Book and about the
hadith of the Prophet(SAW) which states that he(SAW) is the very last of the Prophets. In addition,

this would be contrary to the consensus of the Muslim Ummah.

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ISLAMIC FIQH COUNCIL IN CAPETOWN, SOUTH AFRICA

After discussing the question put to the Islamic Figh Council in Capetown, South Africa,
concerning the ruling on the Qadianis and their off-shoot which is known as Lahoriyyah, and
whether they should be counted as Muslims or not, and whether a non-Muslim is qualified to
examine an issue of this nature:

In the light of research and documents presented to the members of the council concerning
Mirza Ghulam Ahmad al-Qadiani, who emerged in India in the last century and to whom is
attributed the Qadiani and Lahori movements, and after pondering the information presented
on these two groups, and after confirming that Mirza Ghulam Ahmad claimed to be a prophet
who received revelation, a claim which is documented in his own writings and speeches,
some of which he claimed to have received as revelation, a claim which he propagated all his
life and asked people to believe in, just as it is also well-known that he denied many other
things which are proven to be essential elements of the religion of Islam

In the light of the above, the Council issued the following statement:

Firstly: the claims of Mirza Ghulam Ahmad to be a prophet or a messenger and to receive
revelation are clearly a rejection of proven and essential elements of Islam, which
unequivocally states that Prophethood ended with Muhammad (peace and blessings of
Allaah be upon him) and that no revelation will come to anyone after him. This claim made by
Mirza Ghulam Ahmad makes him and anyone who agrees with him an apostate who is
beyond the pale of Islam. As for the Lahoriyyah, they are like the Qadianiyyah: the same
ruling of apostasy applies to them despite the fact that they described Mirza Ghulam Ahmad
as a shadow and manifestation of our Prophet Muhammad (peace and blessings of Allaah be
upon him).

Secondly: it is not appropriate for a non-Muslim court or judge to give a ruling on who is a
Muslim and who is an apostate, especially when this goes against the consensus of the
scholars and organizations of the Muslim Ummah. Rulings of this nature are not acceptable
unless they are issued by a Muslim scholar who knows all the requirements for being
considered a Muslim, who knows when a person may be deemed to have overstepped the
mark and become an apostate, who understands the realities of Islam and kufr, and who has
comprehensive knowledge of what is stated in the Quraan, Sunnah and scholarly
consensus. The ruling of a court of that nature is invalid. And Allaah knows best.

As anyone who has embraced the teachings of Qadiani had become apostate (out of Islam), the
consequences in terms of Islamic law and the Civil Law are: -

(A) the person's marriage can be dissolved with the approval of the Syariah Court in
accordance with section 46 of the Islamic Family Law Selangor 1984;

(B) The person must not be the wali in the marriage ceremony of his daughter;
(©) A person shall not be heirs relatives Muslim relatives; and

(D) The person is not entitled to any privilege accorded the Malays under the Federal
Constitution and the Constitution of the State and if such rights were granted, leased or
obtained by such person, it shall cease to have effect and may be stripped, withdrawn
and canceled, in accordance, where applicable, by the relevant authorities.

Question:
Are the followers of Qadiani considered as kafir?
Answer:

In the discussion over this matter, a book entitled "Anjam Atham", written in Urdu-Arabic by Mirza
Ghulam Ahmad himself, was referred to. This is the only book that is recognised by the followers of
Ahmadiyah in Singapore and Malaysia. Mirza Ghulam Ahmad is not only a kafir who is murtad, his
teachings are misleading and could lead people astray from the real teachings of Islam. The following
extracts from the book is clear proof that he is not Muslim and no longer an adherent of the religion.

"Oh Ahmad (Mirza) how perfect is your name and my name is imperfect (Allah)"

"Truly We (Allah) had delivered it (The Qur'an) near the Qadian."

"Allah praises you (Mirza) from His Arasy and Allah comes walking to face you (Mirza)."

"You (Mirza) come from Our sperm (Allah)."

"As if Allah came from the heavens, His name is Manuwel."

"Whichever man who does not place his faith in me (Mirza) they are all kafir and the future
tenants of Hell."

Apart from these statements, there are other statements and declarations made by Ghulam Ahmad
which proves that he is no longer a Muslim. Al'allamah Ash-Shaikh Muhammad Anuar Al-Kashmiri in
his book "lkfarul Mulhidin" stated that Ghulam Ahmad had made 77 statements, which leads to him
being kafir. The most important statement of all, which forms the basis that Ghulam Ahmad and his
followers are kafir, is his declaration that he is the next Prophet and Messenger after Prophet
Muhammad p.b.u.h.. This clearly transgresses the teachings of the Qur'an, the Sunnah of Prophet
Muhammad and the consensus (ijjma’) of the ulama'.

This is supported by the fatwa given by the Mufti of Johor which is found in his book "Anwarul Qur'an
Al-Mahiyati Lizulumatimutanabbien Qadiyan" (Volume 3, pages 1- 4).

Based on the beliefs of the Qadiyan as explained above, it is concluded that the Qadiyan
(Ahmadiyah) and those who are similar to them are not Muslims and are deviant. This is in line with
the fatwas issued by all other Islamic countries, that the Ahmadiyah Qadiyan are not considered to be
within the folds of Islam. The bodies of their dead cannot be buried in Muslim burial grounds.

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We Muslims living in this country have at all times maintained unity and
coexistence with the all communities, but the Ahmadiyya movement is a
threat to the current peaceful nature thatis prevailing in this country.

Ahmadiyya Jamath is a cult founded by Miraza Ghulam Ahmad who claims
that he is a Prophet from Allah which violates of one of the key fundamentals
of Islam of “Khatamun Nubuwwa” (Finality of Prophethood), and anyone
disbelieving him was an infidel.

In the recent past, a similar incident took place in Cambodia, where an
individual claimed that he was “Lord Buddha”, and similarly even in Sri
Lanka, another individual from the Southern Province claimed that he was
“Lord Buddha". These claims were never accepted by any follower of
Buddhism rather it grew to be threat to the fundamentals in the philosophy
of Buddhism and immediate actions were taken in order to preserve the law
& order and also to prevent any sort of threat to the country's peace &
harmony.

The primary objective of this book is to highlight that the religious, political
and civil societies in the Muslim community in this country does not accept
Ahmadiyya Jamath as Muslims.

The All Ceylon Jamiyyathul Ulama and the Iththihadul Madaaris
(Federation of Madarasas in Sri Lanka), which represents the religious
leadership of the community, the leading Muslim organizations which
represents the Civil societies of the community and the Muslim
Parliamentarians who represent the community politically, all of whom have
declared that the Ahmadiyyas are not accepted as Muslims.

In addition to the above Department of Muslim Religious and Cultural
Affairs and the Muslim Lawyers Association's, endorsement to this
declaration provides a great value and proves the strong disapproval of the
Sri Lankan Muslims to accept the Ahmadiyyas as Muslims.

Pakistani Government's and the World Muslim League's disclosure shows
that even Internationally they are recognized as Non-Muslims, to such an
extent that a passport indicating that a person as Ahmadi or Qadiyani, is not
allowed to perform the Pilgrimage of Hajj which is a fundamental pillar of
Islam since they are Not Muslims.
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
